Using CalendarView with date time intervals with custom
validation for intervals

This tutorial shows how to design a form with custom validation rule to ensure date time intervals registered with this form dont overlap
Here is what we have in our form - just 2 fields

® one of type text to hold a title for our event
® date/time interval field to hold an event's interval

coswst ConfiForms Form (Definition) | formName = myform

cowt ConfiForms (Form View) Registrations Control

cosi ConfiForms Form Field (Definition) | fieldName = eventTitle | fi...

We want to ensure the events dont overlap, so we will add a custom validation rule to our form
